Schreiber & Sons Farm is an extension of Agriculture
Development Group, Inc., a private independent
agricultural research company in Eltopia (16 miles
north of Pasco). Alan Schreiber left Washington
State University in 1998 to start up his own research
company. The production end of the business was
established in 2004 to address an unmet demand for
locally grown, specialty produce in the Pacific
Northwest.

CSA Registration and Payment
e Registration is on a first-come-first-serve basis.
waiting list members can enroll through December,
2009. From January 1, 2010, membership
enrollment is open to the public.

e Price is based on an estimated 28 week season:
May 4-November 18. Mother Nature may lengthen
or shorten this period slightly.

o A $50 deposit for a small share and $100 deposit
for medium and large share will hold your position.

¢ Registration can be completed by mail or on our
Website. Payments can be made by check or
Paypal (via our Website).

¢ You will receive a 6% discount for payment in full
by March 1, a 4% discount for payment by May 3 or
you can pay 50% by May 3 and the remaining 50%
by July 1.

95% of all produce in CSA deliveries is
grown on our farm north of Pasco.
Periodic supplements for crops we do
not grow are sourced from other local
farmers.

Organic shares are 90% transitional or
certified organic. We supplement
organic shares with conventional
produce due to gaps in our program.
All  non-organic produce will be
identified.

Produce varieties and quantities are
approximations of produce you will
receive. Availability will vary due to
weather, disease and other production
factors.
